With more than 150 species of maple trees known 
around the world, only 10 are native to Canada. These 
are Sugar Maple, Black Maple, Mountain Maple, Bigleaf 
Maple, Red Maple, Douglas Maple, Vine Maple, 
Manitoba Maple, Silver Maple and Striped Maple. 

From its furthest source to its 

River, Northwest Territories, is 
Canada’s longest river, measuring 
4,241 km. This also makes it the 
13th longest river in the world!
